the heart is the wellspring of 
life.”

On Friday night the vision was laid 
for what the Ultimate Man would 
look like in a powerful way that 
inspired and impacted men. Pastor Norm McLeod, from 
House of Breakthrough in the Manawatu, prayed for each of 
the forty men in Dunedin who responded to the invitation 
to commit their lives to Christ. In Christchurch, Robert 
Siakimotu’s message about the heart relationship with God 
also propelled many men to respond and surrender to God 
to allow Him to shape and mould them. 

Bishop Richard Ellena spoke compellingly in Christchurch 
about a man’s identity and how a false identity can deprive 
men of their purpose and destiny in life. In Peter’s words, 
there was a “very high standard of speakers who all put 
a huge amount of effort into their presentations, and 
the response from everyone here was a testimony to the 
speakers’ input into the Event.”

The worship in Christchurch was exceptional. With its own 
brass section forming part of the 18-strong music team, the 
men entered into singing with an enthusiasm seldom seen

The Christchurch 
award was won (by a very close margin) by the combined churches Group 
from Greymouth.

Both Events finished strongly, as almost every man present chose to go 
forward to be prayed for individually and commissioned with a dogtag - to 
symbolise the changes and transformation that had taken place in men’s 
hearts over the weekend and their intention to live a life that would fulfil 
God’s calling and purpose.

Over 1,140 men were refined and shaped through powerful messages, 
drama and worship at the two South Island Events. The next Promise 
Keepers Forging Tomorrow’s Men Event will be in Tauranga on 28-29 

August, followed by Wellington and Auckland.



Two Events - Double impact!
