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Opinion poll finds what makes males happy

he national director of

Promise Keepers NZ
believes a lot of men “feel
ring-fenced by their respon-
sibilities” and “the search for
meaning” is the reason men
find happiness in their free-
dom, according to a recent
opinion poll.

Paul Subritzky says the
findings “are very real” and
is calling churches to pro-
vide men “with a compelling
vision and a defining pur-
pose for life.

“They want to be involved
in something significant —
something bigger than them-
selves,” says Mr Subritzky.

The survey asked 2000
people aged 15 and over to
rate factors that contributed
to their personal happiness.

New Zealand women
said they found happiness
in their families more than
anything else, but for men it
was freedom.

while men preferred their
freedom (36 per cent) and

time to pursue their leisure
activities (32 per cent).

Freedom was particularly
important to males aged 50
to 59. Mr Subritzky was con-
cerned that “many churches
give their men a small view
of God yet God’s call to mis-
sion is a powerful call that
will lead men to heroics and
cause a balance to come into
their lives.”

Tim Sisarich, executive
director of Focus on the
Family NZ, agreed that bal-
ance was an important issue,
and encouraged couples to
discuss their needs.

“If a wife can learn to
make space for her hus-
band’s need for freedom —
he is more likely to respond
positively to her need for
family time,” explained Mr
Sisarich.

“Love that is freely offered
is always more satisfying
than if coercion or manipu-
lation is involved.”
